SAFEGUARDING – INTERNET SAFETY – We have been informed of a case in another /Cornish 
School where 5 children have been groomed when using the game ‘Fortnite’.  The age 
recommendation for this game is 12 but age doesn’t need to be provided to open an account so 
many younger children are playing it. There is a chat function on the game where children can talk to 
strangers.  Please be vigilant as this could put children at risk of cyber bullying/grooming.  We have 
done an assembly with children today to remind them of the dangers.  The main points to remember 
are: 

 Do not  share personal details with any one 

 If you feel uncomfortable about anything, speak to a trusted adult. 

 Use the report/block facility on the console to report the user.
